October 16, 2003 Meeting Minutes
The Boyds Civic Association (BCA) was called to order at 7:35 pm on October 16, 2003 by President Del Laminan. There were about 25 people in attendance. Minutes from the BCA’s July meeting were passed. 

GENERAL ANNOUNCEMENTS

Treasurer’s Report (Steve Gibson): Approved

Members voiced their concerns about the low balance in the BCA account. Money from the old “Quarry” account has been used to print the newsletters.

Action Item: Del Laminan will see if the previous printer (Maran?), who printed the newsletter for free, would still be willing to help us. Del will also check with the Clarksburg Jail to see if they might be interested in a community venture.

OLD BUSINESS
• Boyds Picnic (Eskin Huff): 

Picnic will be held at Black Hill Regional Park Shelter A 11:00 on October 18. It’s potluck, drinks will be provided. Jim McDaniel and Mike Gresalfi will be our auctioneers.

• White Ground Road Bridge (Del Laminan): 

NCPPC did vote (4-0) the road to be designated as an Exceptional Rustic Road and keep the one-lane bridge. Del, Hal Baker, and Anne Davies testified at the County Council meeting and suggested that we send letters to our County Council members at county.council@montgomerycounty.md.gov to save the historic nature of the road and the one-lane bridge.

• Buckridge Court Truck Depot (C.W. Wright) (Melissa Foster): 

The Clarksburg Citizens Association has been working with the county and CW Wright to allow their lease to be extended for up to two years to give them time to find a new site. There might be a new site on Snouffers School Road available but not until March 2004. This could be a win-win situation for all parties, C.W. Wright will have time to find a new site and Boyds could avoid this disruptive business. Thanks to Melissa and many others.

• WSSC Water Tower (Peter Eeg):  

Peter reported that the recommended site for the tower was Clarksburg and Old Baltimore Roads. The developer’s Mr. Fowler would like to talk at future BCA meeting to offer this suggestion, and that as a good neighbor he will help us out in the future, maybe putting “Boyds” on the water tower! Peter said that Mike Knapp has stated that it should be built over by I-270 and Clarksburg Road. The members reinforced what they suggested in July, that the tower be located over by the salt domes. Members were also opposed to any extension of the sewer line.

• Techway (Peter Eeg): BCA signed a letter to Governor Erhlich supporting the view that the new Techway will not improve traffic flow. The membership had a show of hands that 2/3-3/4 did not want a new Potomac bridge at all.

SPECIAL PRESENTATION (Hal Baker)

Hal Baker presented a Boyds Civic Association Resolution to Arthur Virts “for thanks and appreciation for his (Arthur Virts) singular and truly great accomplishments for and on behalf of the people of Boyds.” It was on March 2, 1965 that the Boyds Civic Association was established in the effort to save the Boyds Post Office. Congratulations to Arthur!

Action: Resolution was passed.

NEW BUSINESS
• Tot-Lot Issue (Peter Eeg): This issue deals with large farm owners dividing their land up into smaller lots, as small as 2 acres, and creating mini developments. They then sell them to theirs “kids/relatives.” The current language of the law states that a 100-hundred acre lot can be divided into four lots with a two-acre minimum. Peter is working with Bill Chan (BCA lawyer) and Mike Knapp on language to clarify the language to help preserve our agricultural reserves.

• Bucklodge Road Signage (Melissa Foster):

New warning signs will be posted in mid-November at the eastbound side of Rte. 117 for Buckridge Court. Speed limits will be posted every 1-1/2 miles in both direction along Rte. 117. A windy-road sign with 35 MPH in both directions of Rt. 117 west of Moore Road will also be installed, as well as a reverse-curve sign in both directions for the reverse curve at the Rte. 28 intersection.

• Promotion of the Boyds and the Boyds Civic Association (Melissa Foster):

Melissa suggested that the BCA start to promote the BCA and Boyds by talking with the surrounding community and homeowner’s associations and welcome their involvement. There was discussion how best to do this, by e-mail, newsletter, or even a Web site. The BCA is already listed on the Montgomery Civic Association Federation Web site free of charge.
