Located at the Boyds Negro School on White Ground Road, the BHS is now archiving photos and newspaper clippings. They have hired an archivist to advice them. Volunteers are needed and the museum is to open this summer.

OLD BUSINESS 
• Buckridge Court Truck Depot (C.W. Wright) (Melissa Foster): 

Zoned as a 25-acre, light industrial, owner CW Wright has a 10-acre residential area adjacent to the industrial area. The increased truck traffic is a concern for the community, especially since some of the trucks won’t be able to fit under the railroad bridge. The town of Barnesville may offer their support to us. A Boyds resident has offered financial support. Bill Chen, BCA lawyer may come to the next BCA meeting to explain the plan. We will find out in June to see if CW Wright gets the land on Snouffers School.

• Streetlights in Boyds (Arthur Virts):

Lou Spencer is credited with working with Alleghany Power to have the 19 streetlights repaired.

• Barnesville/Slidell/Bucklodge Roads (Melissa Foster):

There is a new warning sign for the stop sign heading west on Barnesville Road.

• Incinerator Committee: Olivier deMessier, Ellen Gordon, and Melissa Foster

• Jamison “Tot Lots”:

Jamison won the “Tot Lot” issue, and now only needs to hold permits for one year to then be able to sell off the lots.

• White Ground Road Bridge:

White Ground Road has been designated as an Exceptional Rustic Road, so the bridge will be replaced by a one-lane bridge.
