GENERAL ANNOUNCEMENTS

MOTION PASSED: Steve Gibson will combine the two BCA accounts by moving the quarry funds into the overall BCA account.

NEW BUSINESS

• Jamison Lots (John DeReggi): As a local builder, John is committed to keeping the Boyds’ “Home in the Country” ideals in the new Lindal homes that he builds in the Boyds area. He was asking the community if we wanted to form a committee to stay abreast of building issues. People did not want a specific committee, but were interested to know what construction was planned.

• Discussion List (Anne Shroeder): Via e-mail, people can join up to learn what’s happening in the community. Information that would not normally be posted on the (future) Boyds website, like the running club or lost dogs, would be available. E-mail addresses would be protected.
• MC Correctional Facility Community Advisory Group (MCCFCAG): The MCCF warden received funding for work, recruitment, and placement services to prepare inmates for work after release. He is asking for community involvement, specifically to offer jobs or help look for jobs. Also, the MCCF is applying for accreditation of its school, but needs a Special Ed teacher. OLD BUSINESS

• Buckridge Court Truck Depot (C.W. Wright) (Melissa Foster): C.W. Wright mandated the company to sell off all it non-operating lots, which would include Boyds. They are asking for $10 million. Masonry Company is interested but is offering only $8 million. Melissa is working with Mike Rubin to try to re-zone or down-zone the property.

• Website (Melissa Foster): Melissa is looking for some writers the Boyds website. Some story ideas could be about the Boyds Master Plan (Peg Coleman), e-Business class (Gordon Taylor), a photography contest or the Discussion List (Anne Shroeder). Melissa will put some information in the newsletter, i.e., the list of categories, a possible photography contest, and the Boyds Discussion List.

• Mike Knapp (Montgomery Council Member) stopped by to say, “Hi” and to see if we had any concerns.

• Brian Feldman (Maryland State Delegate) was present.

• Clarksburg Development Problems (Peter Eeg): Peter has attended several meetings concerning the height and setback violations. Mike Knapp said the county has good planning process but poor implementation. Legislation was introduced to withhold issuance of site plans to review for compliance, and find out the who, what, where, and why there were oversights. At one of the meetings, Peter said there seemed to be more oversight on individual builders rather than on developers who actually have more impact on development. Peter offered to write an article for the newsletter.

• Site Plans Near Ag Reserve (Anne Davies): Anne reported that someone has requested a site plan permit in the Agricultural Reserve, and the Ag Preservation office had not been informed. She will make future inquiries.

• “Celebrate Rural Montgomery” (Mike Knapp):  Mike was videotaped for a program about the importance of the Ag Reserve. He said that funding was approved for $50,000 for marketing and $50,000 for the Heritage Presentation.
