2008 BCA Meeting Dates:  January 24, April 17, and July 17
OLD BUSINESS

( Sand lots (Mike Rubin): The County Council agreed with the Ad Hoc Task Force recommendation to allow sand mounts, in circumstances for a failed system, limited to lots less than 75 acres, and only one mound per 50 acres.

( Child lots (Mike Rubin): It is hoped to that lots could only be sold/leased for a minimum of five years from the time the house is built (unless due to death in the family); limited to a one-acre site; and with no option-to-buy.
( Thompson Farm (Mike Rubin): 25 acres was sold to the county with an equestrian right-of-way. The Equine Partners in Conservation (EPIC) plan to use GPS to mark new hiking and horse trails.

( Royce Hanson Award at Kingsbury Farm (Mike Rubin): Award to be given on October 20, 3-5 pm.

( Edward Taylor School (Del Laminan/Merritt Ednie): Ike Leggett is possibly interested in consider using the school as a community center. The school’s septic and water are known to have problems, and possibly asbestos too. BCA will watch ongoing progress. St. Mark’s Methodist Church wants to bring in public water and septic, which is a concern to the preservation of the Ag Reserve. Mike mentioned that he donated 800 acres of property to the county with the stipulation that sewer and water will not ever be permitted across the property.

Although the construction traffic is estimated at 356 per day, it is still considered to be below critical. The BCA will invite Jim Brown to come to the next BCA meeting on January 24 to give an update. 

( CW Wright (Melissa Foster): is still working on the permits on their new property on Dr. Perry Road near I-270 in Ijamsville. The current property is still zoned for light industry, with possible uses as a Freedom School (Denise Jason), a cannery or workshop for a cabinetmaker.
