Boyds Civic Association

October 20, 2011 Meeting Minutes
President David Fraser-Hidalgo called the Boyds Civic Association (BCA) to order at 7:35 pm on October 20, 2011 and read the mission Statement for the BCA. There were about 23 people in attendance. 

Minutes (Maggie Bartlett) were approved. Corrected minutes: The Boyds Presbyterian Church offered free parking but were not accepted by MARC because there are no sidewalks to the MARC train station.
Treasurer’s Report (Steve Gibson) was passed: $17,170.16. Dues are now $20 for individual or family membership.

SPEAKERS

Catherine Matthews and Julia Thom (Housing Code Enforcement Burtonsville Area)
(  Job is to enforce housing codes in apartments, rentals and commercial properties and inspected every 3 years.
(  If overcrowding is evident, can call location in question anonymously.

(  Their major concern is safety, i.e., smoke detectors or egress issues, as well as expired car tags.
OLD BUSINESS

(  Boyds Historical Society: There are monthly Open Houses on the last Sunday of the month 2:00-4:00 pm March through November. A tree will be dedicated on October 30 at the Boyds Negro School in honor of Boyds resident Betty Hawkins who died in 2010.

(  Boyds MARC Train Station (Miriam Schoenbaum): The stripes and handicap spots were painted. Under the Capital Improvement Plan (CIP), a study to study how to improve access to the Boyds train station, i.e., bike racks, ramp, or sidewalk improvements.
(  Hilltop Farms Unlimited Partnership (Peter Eeg): The seven-house reconsideration decision was deferred to sometime in the future. Park and Planning showed a graph to show that lots could be smaller by releasing information prior to the decision that led to a legal precedent that would allow a request for a new hearing. Donations are being accepted to help pay for the legal costs which are $15,0000 in debt.
(  Boyds Post Office: Hours have been cut to M-F (9-12:30 and 1:30-5:00) and Sat. (9-1). Arthur Virts will work with Congressman Van Hollen.
(  Re-districting the 6th District (most of Montgomery County and Washington County): Rob Garagiola will run for the 6th District.
(  White Ground Road Bridge: Although the hurricane washed out all progress, the road is due to open in Spring 2012.
(  Cabin Branch Development (121/W. Old Baltimore/270): No new progress.
(  Global Mission Church (Peter Eeg): Frederick County is reconsidering the request for development even though the Frederick Planning Board denied the plans because of the need for sand mounds.

(  Barnesville Oak Farms: The 840 acres was approved for 29-31 units (with some tenant houses). Nothing new.
(  Nominating Committee of 2012 consists of Anne Davies, Jim McDaniel, and Arthur Virts.

(  County Council Re-districting hearing will be on November 1 or 2. District 2 was a rural area but will be cross-pollinated with people in Poolesville, Potomac, and Chevy Chase.
(  BCA Postcards: Although there is a BCA constitution requiring a mailing, due to mailing expenses, the next postcard will be the last to be mailed. In the future, an electronic newsletter will be sent.

(  BCA Signs for meetings will not be allowed. Requests will be submitted for a permit.
