SPEAKERS
Margaret Schoap (Transit Alternatives to Mid-county Highway Extended: TAME)
( Intent is to preserve the Seneca Creek watershed for clean water and to protect animal life.
( Proposed to eliminate the M83 plan in the Montgomery Village master plan to avoid building roads along streambeds destroying wetlands (13 acres). These proposed roads are not on any current roads.
( Cost is $700 million for a 4.5-mile state road: Montgomery County does not have the money.

( Kathie Hulley (Clarksburg Civic Association): This road has been in the master plan before Montgomery Village was developed and was already in the master plans of five other areas (Clarksburg/Montgomery Village/ National Park…). Anyone who has moved in has known about this plan.

( Bonnie Bell (Greater Goshen Civic Association): The plans work along with the Seneca Creek Greenway. This will be similar to the Great Seneca Highway, adding a “spoke” to the planned development wheel. FYI: Fr. Hurley Boulevard cost $500 million/mile.
( Catherine Matthews (Regional Director, Upcounty Regional Services): The County has done exhaustive studies taking into account how to move people in the future and current approved developments.
NEW BUSINESS

( Nominating Committee (Anne Davies, Miriam Schoenbaum, and Carrie Laurencot): Proposed a slate of nominations for the following positions: President (Chris Arndt), Vice-president (David Frazer-Hildalgo), Treasurer (Steve Gibson), and Secretary (Maggie Bartlett). Slate passed unanimously.

( Pedestrian issues (Miriam Schoenbaum): A meeting will be held in January at the Germantown Library to discuss how Clarksburg Elementary students have to walk out of their way to walk in pedestrian crossings at curb cuts and that the safer route for the pedestrians is to walk across an unmarked crosswalk.

MOTION: The BCA will contact the Department of Transportation to request a plan to improve pedestrian safety at Stringtown Road and Observation Drive in order to assist pedestrians, especially school children attending Clarksburg Elementary School.

OLD BUSINESS
(  Zoroastrian Temple (Merritt Ednie): Permitting is moving along with an expected finish date in May. An easement to widen the road is planned.

( MARC Transportation (Miriam Schoenbaum): New schedule will add more stops at Boyds in the evening.

( Boyds Historical Society (Maggie Bartlett and Steve Gibson): Multiple groups will be visiting the Boyds Negro School, including some visitors from Black Hill Regional Park. The next meeting will take place on Jan. 30 in the Pollack Williams Hall. 
( Ten Mile Creek/Clarksburg Master Plan (Kathie Hulley): Pulte is waiting for study results. There are two shopping centers planned for the east side of I-270.

( Adventist Hospital (Kathie Hulley)

(Clarksburg Civic Assoc. (Kathie Hulley): Two well have failed in Clarksburg.

( Avalon School (Kathie Hulley): The proposed school on the 10-acre plot along Rt. 355 at Shawnee Lane will not be built.

( Goddard School (Kathie Hulley): is now a daycare.

( Active Adult Units (Kathie Hulley) Rt. 27 & Brink: are zoned as RE2 buffer zone for 147 units for active adult center (age 50 and older).
( Global Mission Church (Catherine Matthews): The church has been approved by the Frederick County Board of Commissions, but locals have opposed this development. The state of Maryland has approved vehicular traffic off Rt. 109 but require two emergency access roads. One of these roads is in a legal challenge by the landowner and has not been approved by the county. No plans have been submitted.

( Budget Forum (Catherine Matthews): Five forums are scheduled with the next one taking place on January 24, at 7:00 pm at Black Rock Arts Center. 
( State of the County (Catherine Matthews): This address will be given on Sunday, January 20 at 7:30 pm at the Silver Spring Civic Building.

( Upcounty Citizen Advisory (Catherine Matthews): Meeting will be held on February 25 at 7:00 pm at the Upcounty Regional Services Center to discuss the use of technology to improve the current infrastructure. Council member Berliner will discuss how First Energy (owners of Potomac Edison) operates.
