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Boyds Civic Association

July 21, 2016 Meeting Minutes
President Hammet Hough called the Boyds Civic Association (BCA) to order on July 21, 2016. There were about 37 people in attendance. 
Minutes (Maggie Bartlett): April 2016 minutes were approved as amended.
Treasurer’s Report (Chris Arndt): $15,639.17 (as of 6/30/16)(see below)

OLD BUSINESS

(  Traffic light at Clopper and Clarksburg Rds. (Addi Davis): Meeting with SHA to be held on July 22, 2016.

(  Boyds Arts and Crafts Festival: Saturday, October 15, 2016 at the Boyds Presbyterian Church’s Vail Building to benefit the Boyds Historical Society’s efforts to repair the Boyds Negro School (estimated cost of $15,000).

(  Boyds Signs (gray and brown) (Hammet Hough): There are several signs, both the gray “Historical Boyds” signs and the brown signs, that need repair. The gray signs would be a good Boy Scout or SSL project. Joe Stavely submitted a quote to replace/repair the brown “Home in the Country” signs. And Beth Young (MCPS Maintenance) will add the word “Historic” to the sign for the Boyds Negro School at Clopper and Clarksburg Rds. at no cost!

MOTION passed to spend up to $1,350 for the signs repaired by Joe Staley.
SPECIAL PRESENTATIONS
MARC (Leslie Saville):  Park and Planning proposes to alleviate current and anticipated commuter traffic at the Boyds MARC station. A draft of potential designs for an overpass or underpass is due in September. Park and Planning is meeting with DOT to discuss parking and bus turnaround for the station. A report to the community will be presented at October meeting.

MOTION passed to send a letter to MNCPPC’s Planning Board: The Boyds Civic Association (BCA) requests sixty (60) days from the time the BCA receives all three (3) reports from the Planning consultant, the DOT consultant, and the Planning Board’s staff draft recommendation in order to provide feedback to the Planning Board.

NEW BUSINESS

( Bicycle Accident at White Ground and Clopper Rds. (Cathy Reese): A bicyclist received a compound fracture of his arm when hit by a truck. Suggestions were made to make that intersection safer by adding a traffic mirror, a speed bump, and to repair the road. Cathleen Matthews sent an email to the Transportation Committee to take a look.
(  Social Media: Join to share information on Twitter, Facebook, and “Next Door.”

(  Boyd-Maughlin House (Maggie Bartlett): The Boyd-Maughlin House, owned by the Park, will become a self-funded, residential property. M-NCPPC Parks will repair the house to meet current code and maintain the exterior and grounds. Eventually, there will be a trailhead (with 8-9 parking spaces) to join with the new trail on the southwest side of the park. The Boyds Historical Society will be working with M-NCPPC to create some informational kiosks with local Boyds history.

(  BCA By-laws (Cathy Reese): The Executive Committee has revised the current by-laws to read smoother. Comments are welcome. Members made some suggestions at the meeting. After the comment period, the revised by-laws will be emailed to the members and also posted on the BCA website two weeks before the October meeting. A vote will be taken at the October meeting.

(  Potomac Edison Power Surges (Stan Fisher): Stan has been documenting non-weather-related power surges resulting in costly damages. If anyone has experienced the same problems, please share them with Stan at: sfisher44@verizon.net.
