April 20, 2017 Meeting Minutes
Call to Order: President Hammet Hough called the Boyds Civic Association (BCA) to order on April 20, 2017. 

Minutes: January 19, 2017 (Maggie Bartlett)(with corrections) and the January 26, 2017 Special Meeting (Anne Davies) minutes were both approved.
Treasurer’s Report (Chris Arndt): $13,845.86 (as of 3/31/17). See details on page 2.

SPECIAL PRESENTATIONS 

( State Senator Brian Feldman: 3,000 bills were introduced with public meetings in this last 90-day session. Issues discussed were about cuts to the budget deficit; Metro safety; I-270 potential traffic solutions; paid earned sick leave; healthcare; prescription drug gouging prevention; crisis centers for opioid addiction, maternal mental health and medical marijuana; renewable energy (vetoed by Gov. Hogan); rights for victims of rape; antique weapons loophole; and election term limits. Maryland must have a balanced budget to continue to have a AAA bond rate (only 1 of only 10 US states). Unemployment is at 4.2%.
( State Delegate David Fraser-Hidalgo: Issues discussed were fracking moratorium (Gov. Hogan opposed to fracking); defend oyster sanctuaries; $75 million (Federal money) for the Chesapeake Bay may be lost; improved bicyclist safety in crosswalks; electric charging stations tax credits; deer over population; renewable energy portfolio to aim for 25% by 2020 (now only 20% by 2022); and successful approval of a $16,000 bond bill to repair the historic Boyds Negro School.
( State Delegate Aruna Miller: Issues discussed were the successful bond bill for the Boyds Negro School (Charlotte Sanford testified in Annapolis); Poolesville wine crushing facility; Maryland’s Women’s Caucus (12 women legislators in 1972, now 60) supporting issues concerning women and children like sexual assault counseling and medical care; MD attorney general suing the Federal government; MD is first state to fund Planned Parenthood if Federal funding is stopped; MD attorney general can sue pharmaceuticals for price gouging; I-270 traffic issues and solutions; and the CCT funding delay.

Q&A: Concerns from the BCA members included MARC reliability; and the three-way stop at Clarksburg and Clopper Rds. Reports include Jim Shelton (BRT) not present, Beverly Rollins (traffic signal), and Miriam Schoenbaum (Boyds MARC).
OLD BUSINESS

(  Boyds Historical Society (BHS) (VP Miriam Schoenbaum/ Pres. Maggie Bartlett): Our local state representatives (State Delegates David Fraser-Hidalgo, Aruna Miller, and Kathleen Dumais, and State Senator Brian Feldman) were successful in obtaining a bond bill for $16,000 to repair the historic Boyds Negro School. The BHS will need to cover 50% of the bond. A BIG THANK YOU to our representatives! Open Houses at the school will be on April 30, May 28. The school will be open for Heritage Days on June 24-25. Donations come to the BHS through Amazon Smile. 

(Anderson Property Site (Rebecca Park/Feasibility Study): The Anderson property on Barnesville Rd. is a feasible site for future MARC parking and bus turnaround. Considerations have been taken for the historic area and septic limitations. A draft is due in late June, and the Planning Board meeting will be held on July 27. There will be work sessions in September and the plans will go to the County Council in October. BCA will continue to follow.
