July 20, 2017 Meeting Minutes
Call to Order: President Hammet Hough called the Boyds Civic Association (BCA) to order on July 20, 2017. 

Minutes: April 20, 2017 (Maggie Bartlett) were approved.
Treasurer’s Report (Chris Arndt): $13,821.28 (as of 7/18/17). See details on page 2.

OLD BUSINESS

( BRT: no new action

( Traffic Committee (Chris Arndt):
The traffic light will actually be two lights, one at Clarksburg and Barnesville Rds. and another at Clarksburg and Clopper Rds. Installation is estimated to be in six months. They will have an “historic” look. 
(Anderson Property Site: The Anderson property on Barnesville Rd. is a feasible site for future MARC parking and bus turnaround. It was listed for $650,000 and an offer of $450,000 was not accepted. It is a commercial area without much ability to use the land. MC-DOT is preparing an environmental study to be done before purchase and is due by the end of August. Note: the Anderson property does not include the Farmer’s Insurance or the historic Boyds Country Store.

Resolution passed by the BCA (24 Yes, 0 No, and 2 Abstain): The Boyds Civic Association proposes to encourage the MC-DOT to purchase the Anderson property in order to add vehicle parking spaces and a bus turn-around for the Boyds MARC train station, and to use the historic Hoyle’s Mill currently on the Anderson property as a future community meeting area.

( MARC Mini Master Plan will be updated and sent to the BCA by Leslie Saville in September.

( Boyds Historical Society (BHS) (VP Miriam Schoenbaum/ Pres. Maggie Bartlett): There were over 100 visitors to the Boyds Negro School during Heritage Days (June 24-25). At the BCA meeting, three certificates for Wine Tasting and Tours at the Sugarloaf Mountain Winery were presented to Addi Davis, Kasey Kaseman, and Beverly Rollins.

( Boyds Local Park: no new action.

NEW BUSINESS

( Western Upper Montgomery County Help, Inc. (WUMCO) (Adam Duvall): Services for food, transportation, and clothing are provided free for those in need in the Boyds, Poolesville, Dickerson, Barnesville, and Beallsville areas. Through the food pantry, the Boy Scouts have provided 6,000 lbs. of food in 2016. WUMCO also helps with finances, housing, and utility costs. Please consider joining WUMCO with a $40 membership, or donating time and/or money. Go to: www.wumcohelp.org to help. A motion to consider a donation from the BCA will be considered at October meeting.
( Potomac River Bridge (Anne Davies): Even though the Montgomery County Council unanimously opposed this Potomac Bridge project in the past, this issue is back. Maryland owns the Potomac River and thus would be totally responsible for the costs. The BCA, and members, may need to be prepared to write a letter that the bridge would threaten the Agricultural Preserve. The Montgomery Countryside Alliance is sponsoring a dinner for $250 per person to fight this project.

Motion passed: The Boyds Civic Association will send a letter to the Montgomery County Council to thank the council for their refusal to consider this bridge project.

( Barnesville hired some off-duty officers to monitor speeders along Rte. 109 at Peachtree Rd. Thirty-three (33) tickets have been issued. 

( Friday Night Movies at the Boyds Presbyterian Church: “Zootopia” at 6:30 pm includes a free supper. There are kids games too.
Next BCA meeting: October 19, 2017 at 7:30 pm.

Motion to adjourn was passed.
