July 19, 2018 Meeting Minutes

Call to Order: President Hammet Hough called the Boyds Civic Association (BCA) to order on July 19, 2018. 
Minutes April 19, 2018 (Maggie Bartlett): were approved.
Treasurer’s Report (Chris Arndt): $12,874.72 (as of 7/15/18) was approved.
OLD BUSINESS

( Boyds Historical Society (BHS) (President Miriam Schoenbaum): 

· Edward U. Taylor School: Endeavors to list the building as “historically significant” is in the works. The exterior has been cleaned up. The BHS is hoping to plan a reunion of the student alumni (1951-1979). FYI: The school was integrated by busing in white children.
· MOOseum is hosting an event about the Georgia Lawson Family Farm on Sunday, July 22, 1-4 pm.

· Hosting a “Hymn Sing” in the fall.

· Open Houses: July 29 and August 24, 2-4 pm.
· Open House September 29, 2-4 pm: BHS will collect items to sell at the October 6 Germantown Flea Market.

· Archeology Cleanup: Hope to clean up around the Boyds Negro School to look for “historic” items sometime in the Fall.

( Transportation Committee (Beverly Rollins): The installation of the lights at Clopper, Barnesville, and Clarksburg Rds. should start in about a month. Timing of the lights will be programmed for AM and PM rush hour traffic. Hopefully the lights will be in long enough so that residents can voice their input and opinions at the BCA October meeting. The Boyds Historical Society stressed that the design of the lights maintain an historic visual nature. There are concerns for pedestrians crossing Clopper Rd. from the Hoyles Mill trail and the future Boyds Local Park. The “color temperature” of the lights can be altered. The BRT is to provide fa aster, more reliable and a more relaxed form of transportation for the 22 miles between the Clarksburg Outlets to Bethesda. The vehicles will be 60-ft. long; have bike racks; offer pre-payment method like Metro, as well as real-time transit information and alternatives. The station design will have fare card machines, canopies, and will include landscaping to minimize the impervious surfaces. Stations will be about ½-1 mile apart with no parking lots. Routes planned are on Rte. 29 (Fall) and Rte. 355. Future routes planned are on Viers Mill Rd. (2022) and the Corridor Cities Transitway. Fares will be a flat fare and not distance based (est. $2). SPEAKER: Scott Knudson (MARC Rail Community Concept Design)

Scott described the upcoming “charrette” meeting for the new MARC Rail station in Boyds utilizing the Anderson property (beyond the train parking lot) for future parking lots and a bus loop turnaround. This charrette is planned to be a two-stage format to include either an 8-hour or two 4-hour planning sessions, and a plan with proposed possible design solutions. Input from local residents and potential designers are welcome. Information about the site, local history, access from the Boyds Local Park, and concerns for those with disabilities will all be considered. The charrette is planned for some time in September at the Farmer’s Insurance office on Barnesville Rd. in Boyds. 
NEW BUSINESS

(  Boyds “Home in the Country” sign on White Ground Rd. near Rte. 28 (Hammet Hough): Quote from Stavely Carpentry was $750 for a wood replacement. A suggestion was made to get a quote for a sign made on PVC which would last longer. The Boyds Negro School has a similar sign and was fabricated by Ashley Signs. Hammet will follow up. 
(  Graffiti in the MARC train underpass (Dale Cassidy): Can the “gang” graffiti be removed? Hammet will talk to CSX.
(  Fling Property (Dale Cassidy): The old cement plant property looks very messy, could something be done? Hammet will call Cathleen Mathews or maybe Park and Planning.
(  Future houses on Rubin property: Does anyone know how many houses are planned for the Rubin property?

(  Steve Gibson: Our former BCA treasurer was in a serious car accident on Friday, July 20. He is in Suburban Hospital ICU. Maggie Bartlett will send a note and/or flowers on behalf of the BCA to the home when he gets home.
