( Boyds Historical Society (BHS) (President Miriam Schoenbaum):

· BHS co-sponsored the Boyds Charrette with the BCA.
· Germantown Flea Market made BHS $300.
· Hosted a pontoon ride at Black Hill Reginal Park to learn about the history of the lake and what’s under the lake.

( Graffiti (Cathy Reese): Contacted police who have a graffiti abatement team.

( Fling Property (Cathy Reese): Some Boyds residents think the property is an eye sore. Members stressed not too be adversarial with Dennis Fling, who was present, is a 15-year resident. Conversation to be continued.

( Traffic Light (Miriam Schoenbaum/BHS): The BHS sent a letter to SHA to stress that procedures (Section 106) were not followed by SHA when installing a light that was supposed to be historically sensitive. The BHS requested that the poles be brown, improved landscaping, screen the light to decrease light pollution, and improve the safety for the Hoyles Mill Trail crossing at Clopper Rd. Representatives from SHA present were Anne Beuder, Andre Futrell, Robert Wolabi, Derek Gunn, and Jialin Tian. Anne Beuder (SHA Sr. Architecture team) stated that, “This project was a snafoo.” Andy Futrell (SHA Engineer) said that this project did not go through the Section 106 procedures and that the brown metal poles were on backordered and would be delayed 10-12 months. Jialin Tian (SHA Traffic Engineer) said the light poles should have been brown. Derek Gunn (SHA) knew of only one crash at the intersection and sought consensus from the BCA. The BCA Traffic Committee gave SHA the okay to install the poles that SHA had in stock.
MOTION: The Boyds Civic Association affirms the Boyds Historical Society’s response letter to the SHA. Motion was made, seconded, and discussed. The motion was passed with a vote: Yes: 18 and No: 3.
