Call to Order: President Hammet Hough called the Boyds Civic Association (BCA) to order on July 18, 2019. Thirty-four were present.
Minutes April 25, 2019 (Maggie Bartlett): were approved.
Treasurer’s Report (Elena Shuvalov): $12,799.76 (as of 7/14/2019) was approved.
OLD BUSINESS

( MARC Plan (Hammet Hough): Plan was approved.
( Rustic Road: The last block of Clopper Road near the Boyds MARC station is now designated as a Rustic Road.
( Sidewalk under Railroad Bridge (Hammet Hough): BCA and BHS are waiting for Andre Futrell’s office (Claudine).
( Traffic lights (Miriam Schoenbaum): A Survey Monkey survey will be distributed by email to help provide input from the Boyds community concerning the lights’ programming and traffic flow. Note: A BCA member was going straight on the Clopper when a policeman approached her asking why she was blocking the intersection and not proceeding through the light. Even the police are unaware of problem.

SPEAKERS
( Fair Access (Jim Brown/Jerry Klobukowski): The Poolesville community is trying to reconfigure the 70-year old Poolesville High School into a newer high school, a Community Center and a Wellness Center. The current school consists of 17 different pieces with various HVAC systems and asbestos. The “new” gym is 40 years old. Marc Elrich has approved funding to commission a study. ( Anderson Property (Rebecca Park, MC DOT with Pamela Destino and Chris Lizins): Rebecca reported that 35% of design is due by the end of 2019. 30% design concept will come in late September. Shown is the 20% plan. After the 35% design concept, MDOT will work with CSX. For the pedestrian crossing, MDOT needs to work with CSX/MTA. Roberto’s concept did not actually fit as an island. The right of way cannot be obtained from CSX. The bus access is just for the trains. Some buildings may need to be removed, relocated, or salvaged. There are still concerns with the parking area for the Boyds Country Store which actually uses the Anderson property. Concerns were expressed about light pollution. Where is the ADA parking? Coordination with Maryland Historic Preservation will be needed. Right now, there is no pedestrian crossing access. For more information, email Rebecca Park: Rebecca.park@montgomerycountymd.gov.
