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Boyds Civic Association

January 16, 2020 Meeting Minutes
Call to Order: President Hammet Hough called the Boyds Civic Association (BCA) to order on October 17, 2019. Eighteen (18) were present.
Minutes October 17, 2019 (Maggie Bartlett): were approved with a revision concerning pedestrian crossing.
Treasurer’s Report (Elena Shuvalov): $12,792.43 (as of 12/30/2019) was approved.
COMMITTEE REPORTS

( Boyds Civic Association Audit Committee (Claudia Golenda): The committee included Claudia Golenda, Randy Sorenson, with BCA President Hammet Hough, and BCA Treasurer Elena Shuvalov. On January 11, 2020, the committee 1.) Reviewed the income received and matched bank deposits; and 2.) Reviewed the expenses paid and corresponding receipts/bills. Conclusion: All records reconciled and no issues were identified.
( Boyds Civic Association Nominating Committee (Anne Davies, Marj Turbyfill, Bob Wilbur): Anne Davies suggested continuing with the current officers, but to switch the president and vice president officers. The committee presented the slate to be: Miriam Schoenbaum (President), Hammet Hough (Vice-President), Elena Shuvalov (Treasurer), and Maggie Bartlett (Secretary). There were no nominations from the floor. 

MOTION: Motion to accept this slate of BCA Officers was passed by acclamation.
UPDATES
( Survey Monkey about the intersection of Rtes. 121 and 117 (Miriam Schoenbaum): Results show there are three issues: 
1.) Pedestrian crossing (to be discussed later); 2.) When heading east on White Ground Rd., it would be nice to have a protected left arrow to turn onto Clarksburg Rd.; and 3.) Consider having flashing lights on non-peak hours.
MOTION: The motion is for BCA to send a request to SHA to install a protected left arrow and straight green eastbound from White Ground Rd and Clopper Rd. The motion was passed.
MOTION: The motion is to have BCA ask the SHA to consider a flashing light during off-peak hours. After discussion, the motion was voted upon (Yes: 8 / No: 5) and was tabled to discuss at the next meeting.

( Anderson Property/MARC Plan (Hammet Hough): The proposed budget will go to Montgomery County Council in January; County Council will vote in March; if funded, the design will be finalized in about a year. MTA is working with Maryland Historic Trust and with Park and Planning for design input at the 65%, 90%, and 100% design plans.

( Boyds Historical Society (Miriam Schoenbaum):

· BHS did not receive a grant from the African American Heritage Preservation Program (AAHPP) to repair the driveway and replace the aging HVAC equipment. BHS will try again and include the restoration of the outhouse behind the Boyds Negro School.

· Archives: Photo Identification Day will be held on Saturday, January 18 2:00-4:00 pm at the Boyds Negro School rain or shine, with a 50/50 raffle.
( Railroad Bridge/Pedestrian Crossing (Miriam Schoenbaum/Hammet Hough): No new news from SHA who determined that there was not enough room for both traffic and a pedestrian crossing. Miriam and Hammet went to Park and Planning to look for alternatives, possibly alternating traffic with no 2-way traffic ever.
NEW BUSINESS
( Trucks continue to get stuck under the train overpass (Maria Romero): Chris Arndt said that SHA is aware that the underpass height restrictions signs are not preventing the problem.
( Rifle Hunting (Anne Davies): There is a bill drafted and submitted to the Montgomery County Council (MC 06-20) to allow rifle shooting to harvest deer populations. The problem is is that a rifle shot can travel 3 miles. A woman was killed by a rifle shotat Butler’s.  Anne was suggesting to keep the current law allowing only shotguns, archery, and black powder for deer management.
MOTION: Motion to have the Boyds Civic Association send a letter to our delegation to oppose MC 06-20 was passed.
( Council Districting (Del Laminan): Del is suggesting that when the “At-Large” delegate does not have to live in the area s/he represents, the area is not well represented. He recommends eliminating the At-Large delegate and increase the delegate count to 9. He brought a petition if people were interested in signing. This will be discussed in the future.
Next BCA meeting: April 16, 2020 at 7:30 pm.
Motion to adjourn was passed.
