November 8, 2020 SPECIAL Meeting Minutes
Call to Order: President Miriam Schoenbaum called the Boyds Civic Association (BCA) to order on November 8 (outside).
Minutes January 16, 2020 (Maggie Bartlett): were approved.
Treasurer’s Report (Elena Shuvalov): $13,054.01 (as of 10/25/2020) was approved.
COMMITTEE REPORTS

( Boyds Civic Association Audit Committee (Claudia Golenda): The committee includes Gordon Taylor, Addi Davis, and Randy Sorenson and will meet after January 1, 2021.
( Boyds Civic Association Nominating Committee (Anne Davies, Dan Seaman, Bob Wilbur): Committee volunteered.
UPDATES
( Boyds Historical Society (Claudia Golenda):

· Grants: BHS received a $4,000 grant from Constellation Energy for education materials. BHS also received a $2,735 grant from Montgomery County Arts and Humanity.
· Outhouse Project (Boy Scout) was approved by the Montgomery County Historical Society. Work will start 11/15.
· Archeological Survey (Miriam Schoenbaum): will be performed to mark the school’s boundaries and perform surface survey free of charge.
OLD BUSINESS
( Anderson Property/MARC Plan (Miriam Schoenbaum): The 35% design was submitted to the county council. BCA requested that an area be included in the design for parking spots and a ramp (handicap accessibility) for the Boyds Country Store.

( Traffic Signal (Miriam Schoenbaum): Miriam asked MTA to add some extra time at the signal for drivers trying to turn left off of White Ground Rd. onto Clarksburg Rd.
( Railroad Bridge/Pedestrian Crossing (Miriam Schoenbaum): With the increased pedestrian traffic at the intersection of Clopper and Clarksburg Rds., BHS requested that SHA reconsider restoring the pedestrian walkway under the railroad bridge which is eligible to be on the National Register of Historic Places. BHS is waiting for response and options.
NEW BUSINESS
( Creekside at Cabin Branch (Pulte development):  The development is located on the west side of Clarksburg Rd. north of W. Old Baltimore. BCA wants to provide input for public testimony to the planning board. Friends of Ten Mile Creek are trying to decrease the numbers of houses in the drainage area and to decrease the amount of impervious surfaces in order to limit the impact on the watershed.
MOTION: A motion was passed unanimously for the BCA to sign onto the letter sent by the Friends of Ten Mile Creek. 
( Linthicum Farm Property: Property is located on the east side of Clarksburg Rd. and W. Old Baltimore. This site was approved for approximately 250 houses. A public meeting will be scheduled. The Friends of Ten Mile Creek and Montgomery Countryside Alliance are proposing to save the property and preserve it as farmland with streams and valleys donated to Black Hill Regional Park.
( Darnestown Civic Association (DCA): DCA wants to designate Barnesville Rd. (between Clarksburg Rd. and Slidell) as a Rustic Road to make it harder for the state to widen it. 
MOTION: The BCA will send a letter to the Rustic Roads Committee to nominate Barnesville Rd. (Clarksburg to Slidell Rds.) and also Bucklodge Rd. (Slidell Rd. to Rt. 28).
( Darnestown Civic Association (DCA): DCA wants the BCA to sign onto a letter to Montgomery County new general plan to protect the rural areas both outside the Agricultural Reserve and outside the current sewer envelop to ensure extremely high restrictions on sewer service and the mitigation of current and prevention of future corridor level (highway and arterial) non-transit traffic in these areas.
MOTION: BCA unanimously voted to sign onto the DCA letter.
( Rental Property Septic (Kathie Hulley): Kathie is suggesting that rental properties should be required to have the septic tanks pumped every two (2) years

( Delapidated homes on White Ground Rd.: Member request that BCA call the county to enforce the code for safety.

( House at Black Hill and Clarksburg Rds.: There is an excessive amount of old cars/vehicles.

MOTION: A vote was unanimously passed for the BCA to contact the county to require the county to enforce existing code.=
( Solar Array (ZTA 20-1): The county is proposing to allow solar farms in 1800 acres (3%) of the Ag Reserve.
MOTION: A motion was unanimously passed for the BCA to oppose the siting of industrial solar arrays in the Ag Reserve.

( BCA January Meeting: 2021 dues ($20) can be sent to BCA PO Box 285 and be delivered by January 15, 2021.

MOTION: A motion was unanimously passed to allow the BCA to hold the January meeting via Zoom if necessary. BCA would pay for the Zoom meeting.
Next BCA meeting: January 21, 2021 at 7:30 pm (possibly via Zoom)
Motion to adjourn was passed.
