ANNOUNCEMENTS

(  Future spending (Cathy Reese): includes picnic in fall, and/or a craft festival in fall (Maggie Bartlett suggested using profits for Boyds Negro School repairs).
(  Lawn Service (John DeReggi): Consider using him if you need lawn service.
OLD BUSINESS

(  Boyds Signs (gray and brown) (Hammet Hough): There are several signs, both the gray “Historical Boyds” ones and the brown ones, that need repair. It was suggested that this would be a good Boy Scout or SSL project. It was also proposed that any new signs include the respective websites. Also suggested was to add the word “Historic” on the sign for the Boyds Negro School.
SPECIAL PRESENTATIONS
David Murnan, State Highway Administration (introduced by Addi Davis): 

Traffic at Barnesville/Clarksburg/Clopper Rds. and MARC Station
SHA Traffic Study reviewed crash history and looked for alternatives to alleviate traffic congestion. The analysis suggested installing a traffic light to turn red, yellow, green during 6:30-9:00 am and flash red at all other times. Changes to this schedule can be done as issues come up., i.e., back ups in the evening traveling from Clopper turning right on Clarksburg. The signal installation is scheduled for the Fall 2016. Discussion followed David’s report concerning timing, sight line, traffic from White Ground Rd. going straight onto Clopper, traffic from Barnesville Rd. turning left onto Clarksburg Rd., and the cost of light estimated $150,000-$300,000.
Motion to vote on BCA’s support of light did not carry and no vote was taken.
Roberto Duke and Leslie Saville (Parking and traffic problems in Boyds): Roberto and Leslie continue to provide additional information about how Park and Planning proposes to alleviate current and anticipated future traffic/commuter 

(  MARC Rail Communities Plan Design Workshop: Comments and ideas from those meeting are posted at: www.montgomeryplanning.org/community/marc_rail_station. Input is still welcome. A handout was provided showing maps of the Boyds and Germantown train stations and the areas they service, including the forecasted increase in population around Seneca Valley and Cabin Branch. Issues discussed were about parking, shuttle buses, and pedestrian and bicycle access. Next community update is scheduled for June. 

(  Move train station: There was discussion about possibly moving the train station (costing $8-10 million) so it could provide more parking spaces and thus maybe more train stops. The new station platform would need to comply with ADA laws. To carry more riders, there are two options: 1.) More trains (requiring CSX Approval) or 2.) Lengthening the trains (no need for CSX approval)
(  Future Ride On bus: Issues include feasibility of and/or the location for a bus turnaround.

(  Safety of trains (John DeReggi): Roberto offered his sympathy to John DeReggi on the death of his son.
(  Next steps: P&P waiting for consultants. The project’s interactive map is posted on the web at: www.mcatlas.org/MARC
(  Cricket field: off the plan.
NEW BUSINESS

(  BCA By-laws: Hammet appointed BCA Vice President Cathy Reese to review BCA By-laws, revise them with input from Executive Committee, and provide copies at the next BCA meeting in July for discussion. Voting members of the BCA include those in the zipcode 20841 and who have paid their 2016 BCA dues. Cabin Branch will not be in the Boyds zipcode but will be included in the Clarksburg zipcode.
